• Assist in preparing teams for school/club fixtures, including warm-ups, tactical guidance, 

and post-match feedback. 

• To undertake Saturday training sessions and/or fixtures. 

• Assess individual and team performance, providing constructive coaching points to 

support improvement. 

• Ensure all activities comply with safeguarding, health and safety, and school  policies. 

• Maintain equipment and ensure training areas are set up and packed away appropriately. 

• Communicate effectively with colleagues and pupils regarding schedules, expectations, 

and performance. 

• Promote respectful positive, sporting behaviour at all times. 

• Support wider sports department activities where appropriate.
